Message from Fr. Joseph Murphy about Ordinations on February 21  

 

If you are attending the ordination of Bishops-Elect Juan Esposito and Evelio Menjivar on 

Tuesday, 21 February, please arrive at the Cathedral at 12:45 p.m. by way of the St. 

Matthew’s Center garage door entrance.  Please do not enter through the main doors of the 

Cathedral as there will be many people entering at the same time. 

 

Upon entering the glass door of the garage, an usher will direct you to your vesting 

location.  Please bring your alb and cincture; a stole and chasuble will be provided (this 

applies to both priests and deacons). 

 

Additional Important Notes & Reminders: 

• Please arrive at 12:45 p.m. and enter by way of the St. Matthew’s Center Garage (glass 

door). 

• Street and Garage Parking is very limited in and around the Cathedral, please plan 

accordingly. 

• The entrance procession will begin to form at 1:15 p.m. 

• The entrance procession begins at 1:30 p.m.
